The month of April can be considered as the 
most holy month for the Christians all over the 
world.  During this month we commemorate 
the passion of Christ and his ultimate victory 
over sin and death.  The new generation 
churches question the enacting of the passion 
event and term it as idol worship or pagan 
worship which is non- biblical.  For them, 

Christ’s passion was an event happened once for all for the 
salvation of the entire humanity. It is a banquet prepared by Christ.  
The resurrection event has resulted in an open invitation to all to 
enjoy glorious food of salvation.  We only have to accept the 
invitation and enjoy the salvation experience.  So there is no need 
for repetition of passion event. Our people get confused by this 
simple logical questions raised by such type of people.  First of all 
we have to know what we believe in this regard. Christ’s resurrec-
tion had given us hope and an opportunity to be a part and parcel 
of the salvific  act. What we believe is not an automatic process 
like pressing a button to get a food ready through a micro wave 
oven.  Through baptism we are sealed with Holy Spirit and 
adopted as the child of God.  A baptized person has to consciously 
live and grow in experience with the trinity. But human weakness-
es and temptations often drift him away from this experience.  The 
worldly temptations and its commitments blind fold the baptismal 
commitment.  For us the glaring light of this world are too bright 
to be opposed.  We are attracted by its glare. It acts like a jammer 
that jams the signal from the tower.  It also mesmerizes the human 
mind and weakens the memory cells.  When the historical event is 
enacted, the salvific act becomes a live experience that results in 
repentance and confession. There is a hymn (written in the 9th 
century by Kassia) tells of the woman who washed Christ's feet in 
the house of Simon the Pharisee. (Luke 7:36-50) Much of the 
hymn is written from the perspective of the sinful woman:

O Lord, the woman who had fallen into many sins, sensing Your 
Divinity, takes upon herself the duty of a myrrh-bearer. With 
lamentations she brings you myrrh in anticipation of your entomb-
ment. "Woe to me!" she cries, "for me night has become a frenzy 
of licentiousness, a dark and moonless love of sin. Receive the 
fountain of my tears, O You who gathers into clouds the waters of 
the sea. Incline unto me, unto the sighings of my heart, O You who 
bowed the heavens by your ineffable condescension. I will wash 
your immaculate feet with kisses and dry them again with the 
tresses of my hair; those very feet at whose sound Eve hid herself 
from in fear when she heard You walking in Paradise in the 
twilight of the day. As for the multitude of my sins and the depths 

of Your judgments, who can search them out, O Savior of souls, my 
Savior? Do not disdain me Your handmaiden, O You who are bound-
less in mercy."

When we recall this hymn, we empathize with the sinful women and 
seek God’s mercy for His compassion and to get a true heart of repent-
ance. For us, the salvation is initiated through baptism but it has to be 
worked out (Philip 2:12) with fear, humility and prayer. Let the 
almighty God enable each one of us to have a wonderful passion 
experience that may lead to our transformation. I wish all of you a 
happy Easter and pray that may God fill us with the hope of resurrec-
tion. I also take this opportunity to extend my warm welcome to our 
beloved Vicar Rev. Fr. Raju Thomas.
