You have 
successfully conducted the historical events in the land of 
Kuwait which include the centenary celebrations of the 
establishment of the Catholicate of the East in Malankara, 
a grant reception to His Holiness Moran Mar Baselios 
Marthoma Paulose II, the supreme Head of the Malankara
